And a chariot came np and went
out of Egypt for six hundred skekels of silver,
and an horse for an bundred and fifty: and
8o for all the lungs of the Hittites, and for the
kings of Syria, did they bring them out 4by
their means.

11 Now king Solomon loved many strange women,
5together with the daughter of Pharaoh, women
of the Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Zi-

2 donians, and Hittites; of the nations concerning
which the Lorp said unto the cluldren of Isracl,
Yo shall not go among them, neither shall they
core among you: for surely they will turn
away your heart after their gods: Solomon

3 clave unto these in love. And he had seven
hundred wives, princesses, and three hundred
concubines: and his wives turned away his

4 beart. TFor it came to pass, when Solomon was
old, that his wives turned away his heart after
other gods: and his heart was not perfect with
the Lorp his God, as was the heart of David his

5 father. For Solomon went after Ashtoreth the
goddess of the Zidomans, and after Milcom the

6 abomination of the Ammonites. And Solomon
did that which was evil in the sight of the Lorp,
and went not fully after the Lorp, as did David

7 his father. Then did Solomon build an high
place for Chemosh the abomination of Moab,
in the mount that is before Jerusalem, and for
Molech the abomination of the children of Am-

8 mon. And so did he for all his strange wives,
which burnt incense and sacrificed unto their
gods.

9 And the Lorp was angry with Solomon, be-
cause his heart was turned away from the Lorp,
the God of Israel, which had appeared unto him

10 twice, and had commanded him concerning this
thing, that he should not go after other gods:
but he kept not that which the Loro commanded.

11 Wherefore the Lorp said unto Solomon, For-
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asmuch as this tis done of thee, and thou hast not
kept my covenant and my statutes, which I have
commanded thee, *I will surely rend the kingdom
from thee, and will gne it to thy servant.

12 Notwithstanding in thy days I will not do it
for David thy father's sake: dut I will rend it out
of the hand of thy son.

13 Howbeit I will not rend away all the king-
dom; put will give one tribe to thy son for David
my servant's sake, and for Jerusalem's sake which
I have chosen.

14 [ And the Lorp stirred up an adversary unto
Solomon, Hadad the Edomite: he was of the king’s
seed in Edom.

15 *For it came fo pass, when David was in
Edom, and Joab the captain of the host was gone
up to bury the slain, after he had smitten every
male in Edom

16 (For six months did Joab remain there with
all Israel, until he had cut off every male in
Edom :)

17 That Hadad fled, he and certain Edomites of
his father's servants with him, to go into Egypt;
Hadad being yet a little child.

18 And they arose out of Midian, and came to
Paran: and they took men with them out of
Paran, and they came to Egypt, unto Pharaoh
king of Eﬁyu]:lt which gave hum an house, and
appointed victuals, and gave him land.

19 And Hadad found great favour m the sight
of Pharaoh, so that he gave lnm to wife the
sister of his own wife, the sister of Tahpenes the
queen.

20 And the sister of Tahpenes bare him Genub-
ath lus son, whom Tahpenes weaned 1n Pharaoh's
house: and Genubath was in Pharaoh’s household
among the sons of Pharaoh.

21 And when Hadad heard in XEgypt that
David slept with his fathers, and that Joab the
captain of the host was dead, Hadad said to
Pharaoh, Let me depart, that I may go to mine
own couutry

22 Then Pharaoh said unto him, But what hast
thou lacked with me, that, behold, thou secekest to
go to thine own country? And he answered, t No-
thing: howbeit let me go in any wise.

23 € And God stu-reg him up another adversary,
Rezon the son of Eliadah, which fled from his lord
Hadadezer king of Zobah :

24 And he gathered men unto him, and became
captamn over a band, * when David slew them o{‘
Zobah: and they went to Damascus, and dwelt
therein, and reigned in Damascus.

25 And he was an adversary to Isrnel all the
days of Solomon, beside the mmschief that Hadad
did: and he abhorred Israel, and reigned over

Syria.

26 9 And * Jeroboam the son of Nebat, an Eph-
rathite of Zereda, Solomon’s servant, whose mo-
ther's name was Z , & widow woman, even he
lifted up kis hand against the king.

27 And this was the cause thxt “he lifted up hkis
hand against the king: Solomon built Millo, and
?teﬁ)mred the breaches of the city of David his

28 And the man Jeroboam was & mighty man of
valour: and Solomon seeing the young man that
he *was industrious, he made him ruler over all
the tcharge of the house of Joseph.

29 And it came to at that time when Jero-
boam went out of Jerusalem, that the prophet
Aljsh the Shilonite found him in the way; an
he lmd clad himself with a new garment; and they
two were alone in the fleld:

30 And Ahijah canght the new garment that was
on him, and rent it tn twelve pieces:

81 And he eaid to Jeroboam, Take thee ten

ieces: for thus saith the Lorp, the God of
?srael. Behold, I will rend the kingdom out of
the hand of Solomon, and will give ten tribes to
thee:

asmuch as this 318 done of thee, and thoun hast
not kept my covenant and my statutes, which I
have commanded thee, I will surely rend the
kingdom from thee, and will give it to thy serv-

12 ant. Notwithstanding in thy days I will not do
it, for David thy father's sake: but I will rend

13 it ont of the hand of thy son. Howbeit I will
not rend away all the kingdom; but I will give
one tribe to thy son, for David my servant's
sake, and for Jerusalem’s sake which I have
chosen.

14 And the Lorp raised np an adversary unto
Solomon, Hadad the Edomite: he was of the

15 kang's seed in Edom. For it came to pass, when
David 2was in Edom, and Joab the captain of
the host was gone up to bury the slain, and had

16 smitten every male 1n Edom; (for Joab and all
Israel remained there six months, until he had

17 cut off every male in Edom;) that Hadad fled,
he and certain Edomites of his father's servants
with him, to go into Egypt; Hadad being yet

18 a httle child. And they arose out of Midian,
and came to Paran: and they took men with
them out of Paran, and they came to Egypt,
uuto Pharaoh king of Egypt; which gave him
an house, and appownted lum victuals, and gave

19 lum land. And Hadad found great favour in the
sight of Pharaoh, so that he gave him to wife
the sister of Lis own wife, tLe sister of Tahpenes

20 the queen. And tho sister of Tahpenes bare him
Genubath his son, whom Tahpenes weaned in
Pharaol’s house: and Genubath was in Pha.

21 rach’s house among the sons of Pharaoh. And
when Hadad heard in Egypt that David slept
with his fathers, and that Joab the captain of
the host was dead, Hadad said to Pharaoh, Let
me depart, that I may go to mine own country.

22 Then Pharaoh said unto him, But what hast thou
lacked with me, that, behold, thou seekest to go
to thine own country? And he answered, No-
thing: howbeit let me depart in any wise.

23 And God raised up another adversary unto
him, Rezon the son of Eliada, which had fled

24 from his lord Hadadezer king of Zobah: and he
gathered men unto him, and became captain
over a troop, when David slew them of Zobah:
and they went to Damascas, and dwelt therein,

26 And Jeroboam the son of Nebat, an Ephraim-
ite of Zeredah, a servant of Solomon, whose
mother’s name was Zeruah, a widow woman, he

27 also hfted up his hand aganst the kung. And
this was the cause that he hifted up his hand
against the king: Solomon built Millo, and 8re-
paired the breach of the city of David his fa-

28 ther. And the man Jeroboam was a mighty
msan of valour: and Solomon saw the young
man that he was industrious, and he gave him
charge over all the 4labour of the house of Jo-

29 seph. And it came to pass at that time, when
Jeroboam went out of Jernsalem, that the pro-
phet Ahijah the Shilonite found him in the
way; now Akijah had clad himself with a new
garment; and they two were alone in the field.

30 And Ahijah laid hold of the new garment that

31 was on him, and rent it in twelve pieces. And
he said to Jeroboam, Take thee ten pieces: for
thus saith the Lorp, the God of Israel, Be-
hold, I will rend the kingdom out of the hand
of Solomon, and will give ten tribes to thee:
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82 (But he shall have one tribe for my servant
David’s sake, and for Jerusalem’s sake, the city
which I have chosen out of all the tribes of
Israel:)

83 Because that they have forsaken me, and have
worshipped Ashtoreth the goddess of the Zidonians,
Chemosh the god of the Moabites, and Milcom the
god of the children of Ammon, and have not walked
in my ways, to do that whick is right in mine eyes,
and to keep my statutes and my judgments, as did
David his father.

34 Howbeit I will not take the whole kingdom
out of his hand: but I will make lum prince all the
days of his hfe for David my servant’s sake, whom
I chose, becanse he kept my commandments and
my statutes:

85 But *I will take the kingdom out of his
:opb’: hand, and will give it unto thee, even ten
ribes.

36 And unto his son will I give one tribe, that
David my servant may have a tlight alway before
me in Jerusalem, the city which I have chosen me
to put my name there,

87 And I will take thee, and thou shalt reign
according to all that thy soul desireth, and shalt
be king over Israel.

38 And 1t shall be, if thou wilt hearken unto all
that I command thee, and wilt walk in my ways,
and do that s right in my sight, to keep my sta-
tutes and my commandments, as David my servant
did; that I will be with thee, and build thee a sure
house, as I built for David, and will give Israel
unto thee.

39 Aud I will for this afilict the seed of David,
but not for ever.

40 Solomon sought therefore to kill Jeroboam.
And Jeroboam arose, and fled into Egypt, unto
Shishak king of Egypt, and was in Egypt until
the death of Solomon,

41 9 And the rest of the "acts of Solomon, and
all that he did, and his wisdom, are they not written
in the book of the acts of Solomon ?

42 And the ttime that Solomon reigned in Jeru-
salem over all Israel was *forty years.

43 And Solomon slept with his fathers, and was
buried in the city of David his father: and * Rebo-
boam lus son reigned in his stead.

12 And *Rehoboam went to Shechem: for all
Israel were come to Shechem to make him king.

2 And it came to pass, when Jeroboam the son of
Nebat, who was yet in *Egypt, heard o{ ¢, (for he
was fled from the presence of king Solomon, and
Jeroboam dwelt in Egypt;)

8 That they sent and called him. And Jeroboam
and all the congregation of Israel came, and spake

‘unto Rehoboam, saying,

4 Thy father made our *yoke grievous: now
therefore make thou the grievous service of thy
father, and his heavy yoke which he put upon us,
lighter, and we will serve thee.

5 And he said unto them, Depart yet for three
days, then come again to me. And the people
departed.

6 9 And king Rehoboam consulted with the old
men, that stood before Solomon his father while
he yet lived, and said, How do ye advise that I
may answer this people?

7 And they spake unto him, saying, If thou wilt
be a servant unto this people this dsy, and wilt
serve them, and answer them, and speak good
words to them, then they will be thy servants for
ever.

8 But he forsook the counsel of the old men,
which they had given him, and consulted with
the yo men that were grown up with him,
and which stood before him:

9 And be said unto them, What counsel give ye
that we may answer this people, who have spoken
1o me, saying, Make the yoke which thy father did
put upon us lighter?

32 (but he shall have one tribe, for my servant
David’s sake, and for Jernsalem's sake, the city
which I have chosen out of sall the tribes of

33 Israel:) because that they have forsaken me, and
liave worshipped Ashtoreth the goddess of the Zi-
donians, Chemosh the god of Moab, and Milcom
the god of the children of Ammon; and they
have not walked in 1y ways, to do that which
is right in mine eyes, and to keep my statutes and

34 my judgements, as did David lus father. How-
beit I will not take the whole kingdom out of
his hand: but I will make him prince all the

12 5And Rehoboam went to Shechem: for all Is-
rael were come to Shechem to make Lim king.

2 And it came to pass, when Jeroboam the son of
Nebat heard of it, (for he was yet in Egypt,
whither he had fled from the presence of king

3 Solomon, and Jeroboam dwelt in Egypt, and
they sent and called him;) that Jeroboam and
all the congregation of Israel came, and spake

4 unto Rehoboam, saying, Thy father made oar
yoke grievous: now therefore make thou the
grievous service of thy father, and bhis heavy
yoke which be put upon us, lighter, and we will

6 serve thee. And he said unto them, Depart
yet for three days, then come again to me.

11 And now whereas my father did lade yon with
a heavy yoke, I will add to your yoke: my father
hath chastised you with whips, but I will chastise
you with scorpions.

12 « So Jeroboam and all the people came to
Rehoboam the third day, as the king had ap-
pomted, saying, Come to me again theu:iird day.

13 And the king answered the people troughly,
and forsook the old men's counsel that they gave

him;

14 And spake fo them after the counsel of the

oung men, saying, My father made your yoke

eavy, and I will add to your yoke: my father
also chastised you with wiips, but I will chastise
you with scorpions.

15 Wherefore the king hearkened not unto the
people; for the canse was from the Lorp, that he
mwight perform his saying, which the Lorp *spake
lﬁy 1f.ln]a.h the Shilonite unto Jeroboam the son of

16 4] So when all Israel saw that the king heark-
ened not unto them, the people answered the king,
saying, What portion have we in David? peither
have we inhentance in the son of Jesse: to your

tents, O Israel: now see to thine own hounse, David. 3

So Israel departed unto their tents.

17 But as for the children of Israel which dwelt in
the cities of Judah, Rehoboam reigned over them.

18 Then king Rehoboam sent Adoram, who was
over the tribute; and all Israel stoned him with
stones, that he died. Therefore king Rehoboam
tmade speed to get him up to his chariot, to flee
to Jerusalem.

19 So Israel lrebelled against the house of David
unto this day.

20 And it came to pass, when all Israel heard
that Jeroboam was come again, that they sent
and called Inm unto the congregation, and made
him king over all Israel: there was none that
followed the house of David, but the tribe of
Judah *only.

21 4 And when Rehoboam was come to Jeru-
salem, he assembled all the house of Judah, with
the tribe of Benjamin, an hundred and fourscore
thousand chosen men, which were warriors, to fight
against the house of Israel, to bring the kingdom
again to Rehoboam the son of Solomon.

22 But *the ward of God came unto Shemaish
the man of God, saying,

23 Bpeak unto Rehoboam, the son of Solomon,
king of Judah, and unto all the house of Judah
and Benjamin, and to the remnant of the people,

sayng,

24 Thus saith the Lorp, Ye shall not go up, nor
fight against your brethren the children of Israel:

from me. ey hearkened therefore to the word
of the Lorp, and returned to depart, according toe
the word of the Loro.

25 9 Then Jeroboam built Shechem in mount
E im, and dwelt therein; and went out from
thence, and built Penuel.

26 And Jeroboam said in his heart, Now shall the
kingdom return to the house of David:

27 If this people go up to do sacrifice in the bouse
of the Lorp at Jerusalem, then shall the heart of
this mople turn again unto their lord, even unto
Rehoboam king of Judah, and they shall kill me,
and go again to Rehoboam king of Judah.

28 Whereapon the king took counsel, and made
two calves of gold, and said anto them, It is too
much for you to go up to Jerusalem: *behold thy

ods, O Israel, which brought thee up out of the
ﬁmd of Egypt. X

10 And the young men that were grown up with him
spake unto him, saying, Thus shalt thou say unto
this people that spake unto thee, saying, Thy
father made our yoke heavy, but make thou it
lighter untous; thas shalt thou speak unto them,
My little finger is thicker than my father's loins,

11 And now whereas my father did Jade you witha
heavy yoke, I will add to your yoke: my father
chastised you with whips, but I will chastise

12 you with scorpions. So Jeroboam and all the
people came to Rehoboam the third day, as the
king bade, saying, Come to me again the.third

13 day. And the king answered the people rough-
1y, and forsook the counsel of the old men which

14 they had given him; and spake to them after
the counse! of the young men, saying, My father
made your yoke heavy, but 1 will add to your
yoke: my father chastised you with whips, but

15 I will chastise you with scorpions. So the king
hearkened not unto the people; for it was a thing
brought about of the Lorp, that he might estab-
lish his word, which the Lorp spake by the
hand of Ahijah the Shilonite to Jeroboam the

16 son of Nebat. And when all Israel saw that the
lung hearkened not unto them, the people an-
swered the lung, saying, What portion have we
in David? neither have we inheritance in the
son of Jesse: to your tents, O Israel: now see
to thine own house, David. So Israel departed

17 unto their tents. But as for the children of Is-
rael which dwelt in the cities of Judah, Reho-

18 boam reigned over them. Then king Rehoboam
sent Adoram, who was over the levy; and all
Israel stoned him with stones, that he died.
And king Rehoboam made speed to get him up

19 to his chariot, to flee to Jerusalem. So Israelre-
belled against the Lhouse of David, unto this day.

20 And it came to pass, when all Israel heard that

Jeroboam was returned, that they sent and called

him unto the congregation, and made him king

over all Israel: there was none that followed the
house of David, but the tribe of Judah only.

1 And when Rehoboam was come to Jerusalem,
he assembled all the house of Judah, and the
tribe of Benjamin, en hundred and fourscore
thousand chosen men, which were warrors, to
fight against the house of Israel, to bring the
kingdom again to Rehoboam the son of Solomon.
22 But the word of God came unto Shemaiah the
28 man of God, saying, Speak unto Rehoboam the son

of Solomon, king of Judah, and unto all the house,

of Judal and Benjamin, and to the 2rest of the
24 people, saying, Thus saith the Lorp, Ye ghall not
go up, nor fight against your brethren the child-
ren of Israel: return every man to his house;
for this thing is of me. So they hearkened unto
the word of the Lorp, and returned and went
their way, according to the word of the Lorb.

st Then Jeroboam built Shechem in the hill

country of Ephraim, and dwelt therein; and he
26 went out from thence, and built Penuel. And

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29 And he set the one in Beth-el, and the other
put he in Dan.

80 And this thing became a sin: for the people
went to worship before the one, evern unto Dan.

31 And he made an house of high places, and
made priests of the lowest of the people, which
waore not of the sons of Levi.

32 And Jeroboam ordained a feast in the eighth
month, on the fifteenth day of the month, like
unto the feast that ¢s in Judah, and he toffered
upon the altar. So did he in Beth-el, ¥ sacrificing
unto the calves that he had made: and he placed
in Beth-el the priests of the high places which Le
had made.

33 So he “offered upon the altar which he had
made in Beth-el the fifteenth day of the eighth
month, even in the month which he had devised
of his own heart; and ordained a feast unto the
children of Israel: and be offered upon the altar,
tand barnt incense.

13 And, behold, there came & man of God
out of Judah by the word of the Lonp unto
Beth-el: and Jeroboam stood by the altar ito
burn incense.

2 And he cried against the altar in the word of
the Loro, and said, O altar, altar, thus saith the
Lorp; Behold, a child shall be born anto the
house of David, * Josiah by name; and upon thee
aball he offer the priests of the high places that
burn ineense upon thee, and men’s bones shall be
burnt upon thee.

8 And he gave a sign the same day, saying, This
13 the sign which the Lorp hath spoken; Behold,
the altar shall be rent, and the ashes that are upon
it shall be poured out.

4 And it came to pass, when king Jeroboam heard
the saying of the man of God, which had cried
against the altar in Beth-el, that he put forth his
hand from the saltar, saying, Lay hold on him.
And his hand, which he put forth against him,
?ed up, so that he could not pull it in again to

im,

5 The altar also was rent, and the ashes
poured out from the altar, according to the sign
which the man of God had given by the word of
the Lorbp.

6 And the king answered and said unto the man
of God, Intreat now the face of the Lorp thy God,
and pray for me, that my hand may be restored
me sgain. the man of God besought tthe
Lorp, and the king's hand was restored ‘him
again, and became a8 ¢ was before.

7 And the king said unto the man of God, Come
home with me, and refresh thyself, and I wll give
thee a reward.

8 And the man of God ssid unto the king, If thou
wilt give me half thine house, I will not go in with
thee, neither will I eat bread nor drink water in
this place: ‘

9 For so was it charged me by the word of
the Lorp, saying, Eat no bread, nor drink
water, nor tarn again by the same way that
thoun camest.

10 So he went another way, and returned not by

the way that he came to Beth-el.
11 4 Now there dwelt an old prophet in Beth-el;
and his !sons came and fold him all the works that

the man of God had done that day in Beth-el: the
words which he had spoken unto the king, them
they told also to their father.

12 And their father said unto them, What way
went he? For his sons had seen what way the
man of God went, which came from Judah.

13 And he said unto his.sons, Saddle me the
ass. Bo they saddled him the ass: and he rode
thereon,

14 And went after the man of God, and found
him sitting nnder an oak: and he said unto him,
Art thou the man of God that camest from Judah?
Angd he said, I am.

29 And he set the one in Beth-el, and the other
80 put he in Dan. And this thing became a sm:
for the people went to worship before the
31 one, even unto Dan. And he made houses of
high places, and made priests from among all
the people, which were not of the sons of Levi
32 And Jeroboam ordained a feast in the eighth
month, on the fifteenth day of the month, like
unto the feast that 18 in Judah, and he 2went up
unto the altar; so did he in Beth-el, 8sacrificing
unto the calves that he had made: and he placed
in Beth-el the priests of the high places which he

33 had made. And he®went up unto the altar which
le had made in Beth-el on the fifteenth day in
the eighth month, even in the month which he
had devised 4of his own heart: and he ordained
a feast for the children of Israel, and 2went up
unto the altar, to burn incense.

13 And, behold; there came a man of God out of
Judah by the word of the Lorp unto Beth-el:
and Jeroboam was standing by the sltar to

2 burn incense. And he cried against the altar
by the word of the Lorp, and said, O altar,
altar, thus saith the Lorp: Behold, a cluld
shall be born unto the house of David, Josiah
by name; and upon thee shall he sacrifice the
priests of the high places that burn incense
upon thee, and men's bones shall they burn

8 upon thee. And he gave a sign the same day,
saying, This is the sign which the Lorp hath
spoken: Behold, the altar shall be rent, and
the ashes that are upon it shall be poured out.

4 And it came to pass, when the king heard the
saying of the man of God, which he eried
against the altar 1 Beth-el, that Jeroboam put
forth his hand from the altar, saying, Lay hold
on him. And his hand, which he put forth

So
he went another way, and returned not by the
way that he came to Beth-el.

11 Now there dwelt an old prophet in Beth-el;
and Sone of his sons came and told him all the
works that the man of God had done that day
in Beth-el: the words which he had spoken
unto the king, them also they told unto their

12 father. And their father said unto them, What
way went he? ©Now his sons had seen what
way the man of God went, which came from

13 Judah, And he said unto his sons, Saddle me
the ass. So they saddled him the ass: and he

14 rode thereon. And hé went after the man of
God, and found him sitting under an 7oak: and
he said unto him, Art thou the man of God
that camest from Judah? And he said, I am.
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15 Then he said unto him, Come home with me,
and eat bread.

16 And he said, I may not retwrn with thee, nor
go in with thee: neither will I eat bread nor dnnk
water with thee in this place:

17 For tit was said to me by the word of the
Lorp, Thou shalt eat no bread nor drink water
there, nor turn again to go by the way that thou
camest.

18 He said unto him, I am a prophet also as thon
art; and an angel spake unto me by the word of
the Lorp, saying, Bring him back with thee into
thine house, that he may eat bread and drink
water. But he lied unto him.

19 So he went back with him, and did eat bread
in his house, and drank water.

20 97 Aud it came to pass, as they sat at the table,
that the word of the Lorp came unto the prophet
that bronght him back:

21 And he cried unto the man of God that came
from Judah, saying, Thus saith the Lorp, Foras-
much as thou hast disobeyed the mouth of the
Lorp, and hast not kept the commandment which
the Lorp thy God commanded thee,

22 But camest back, and hast eaten bread and
drunk water in the place, of the which the Lorp
did say to thee, Eat no bread, and drivk no water;
thy carcase shall not come unto the sepulchre of
thy fathers.

23 4 And it came to pass, after he had eaten
bread, and after he had , that he saddled for
him the ass, fo wit, for the prophet whom he had
brought back.

88 4 After this thing Jeroboam returned not
from his evil way, but tmade again of the lowest
of the people priests of the lugh places: whoso-
ever would, he tconsecrated him, and he became
one of the priests of the high places.

84 And this thing became sin unto the house of
Jeroboam, even to ont ¢¢ off, and to destroy ¢ from
off the face of the earth,

14 At that time Abijah the son of Jeroboam
fell sick.

19 And the rest of the acts of Jeroboam, how he
warred, and how hereigned, behold, they are written
in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel.

20 And the days which Jeroboam reigned were
two and twenty yeara: and he tslept with his
fathers, and Nadab his son reigned in his stead.

21 9 And Rehoboam the son of Solomon reigned
in Judah. *Rehoboam was forty and one years
old when he began to reign, and he reigned seven-
teen years in Jerusalem, the city which the Lorp
did choose out of all the tribes of Israel, to put
his name there. And his mother's name was
Naamah an Ammonitess.

80 And there was war between Rehoboam and
Jeroboam all tkheir days.

81 Apd Rehoboam slept with his fathers, and was
baried with his fathers in the city of David. And
his mother’s name was Naamah an Ammonitess.
And Abijam Lis son reigued in his stead.

15 Nowin the eighteenth year of king Jeroboam
the son of Nebat reigned Abijam over Judab.

2 Three years reigned he in Jerusalem. *And
his mother's name was Maachah, the daughter of
Abishalom.

8 And he walked in rll the sins of his father,
which he had done before him+ and his heart was
not perfect with the Lorp lus God, as the heart of
David his father.

4 Nevertheless for David's sake did the Lomp
his God give him a llamp in Jerusalem, to
silt up his son after him, and to establish Jeru-
salem:

5 Because David did that whick was right in the
e;es of the Lorp, and turned not aside from any
thing that he commanded him all the days of
his life, *save only in the matter of Urigh the
Hittite.

6 And there was war between Rehoboam and
Jeroboam all the days of his life.

7 Now the rest of the acts of Abijam, and all that
he did, are they not written in the *book of the
chronicles of the kings of Judah? And there was
war between Abijam and Jeroboam.

8 And Abijam slept with his fathers; and they
buried himn in the city of David: and * Asa his son
reigned in his stead.

9 8 And in the twentieth year of Jeroboam king
of Israel reigned Asa over Judah.

10 And forty and one years reigned he in Jeru-
salem. And his ! mother's name was Maachah, the
daughter of Abishalom.

11 And Asa did that whick was right in the eyes
of the korp, as did David his father.

12 And he took away the sodomites out of the
land, and removed all the idols that his fathers had

e.

18 And also *Maachah his mother, even her he
removed from being queen, because she had made
an idol in a grove; and Asa tdestroyed her idol,
and burnt ¢¢ by the brook Kidron.

14 But the high places were not removed: never-
theless Asa’s heart was perfect with the Logp all
his days.

22 And Judah did that which was evil in the sight
of the Lorp ; and they provoked him to jealousy
with their sins which they committed, above all

23 that their fathers had done. For they also
built them igh places, and }pillars, and Asher-
im, on every bigh hil}, and under every green

24 tree; and there were also 2sodomites in the
land: they did according to all the abomin-
ations of the nations which the Lorp drave

25 out before the children of Israel. 3And it
came to pass in the fifth year of king Reho-
boam, that Shishak king of Egypt came up

26 against Jerusalem: and he took away the trea-
sures of the house of the Lorp, and the trea-
sures of the king’s house ; he even took away
all: and be took away all the shields of gold

27 which Solomon had made. And lnung Reho-
boam made in their stead shields of brass, and
committed them to the hands of the captains

And
Rehoboam slept with his fathers, and was
buried with Lis fathers in the city of David:
and his mother’s name was Naamah the Am-
monitess. And ¢Abijam his son reigned in his
stead.

16 "Now in the eighteenth year of king Jero-
boam the son of Nebat began Abijam to reign

2 over Judah. Three years reigned he in Jeru-
salem: and his mother's name was 8Maacah
8 the daughter of 2 Abishalom. And he walked
in all the sins of his father, which he had done
before um: and his heart was not perfect with
the Lorp his God, as the heart of David his
4 father. Nevertheless for David's sake did the
Lorp his God give him a lamp in Jerusalem,
to set up his son after him, and to establish
5 Jerusalem: because David did that which was
right in the eyes of the Lorp, and twrned not
aside from any thing that he commanded him
all the days of his life, save only in the matter
6 of Uriah the Hittite, Now there was war
between 0Rehoboam and Jeroboam all the
7 days of his life. And the rest of tho acts
of Abijam, and all that he did, are they not
written in the book of the chronicles of the
kings of Judah? And there was war between
8 Abijam and Jeroboam. 1And Abijam slept
with his fathers; and they buried hum in the
city of Danid: and Asa his son reiguned in his
stead.
9 And in the twentieth year of Jeroboam king

10 of Israel began Asa to reign over Judah. And
forty and one-years reigned he in Jerusalem:
ond his mother’s name was Maacah the daugh-

11 ter of Abishelom. And Asa did that which was
right in the eyes of the Lozrp, as did David his

12 father. And he put away the sodomites out of
the land, and removed all the idols that his

13 fathers had made. 12And also Maacah his mo-
ther he removed from being 12 queen, because she
had made &n abominable image 24for an Asher-
gh; and Asa cut down her image, and burnt

14 it at the brook Kidron., But the high places
were not taken away: nevertheless the heart
of Asa was perfect with the Logrp all his days.
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15 And he brought in the ! things which his father
had dedicated, and the things which himself had
dedicated, into the house of the Lorp, silver, and
gold, and vessels.

16 9[ And there was war between Asa and Baasha
Ling of Israel all their days.

17 And Baasha king of Israel went up against
Judah, and built Ramah, that he might not suffer
any to go out or come 1 to Asa king of Judah.

18 Then Asa took all the silver and the gold that
were left in the treasures of the house of the Lorp,
and the treasures of the king’s house, and delivered
tkem into the haud of his servants: and king Asa
sent them to * Ben-hadad, the son of Tabrimon,
the son of Hezion, king of Syrin, that dwelt at
Damascus, saying,

19 There is a league between me and thee, and
between my father and thy father: behold, I have
sent unto thee a present of silver and gold; come
and break !thy league with Baasha king of Israel,
that he may tdepart from me.

20 So Ben-hadad hearkened unto king Asa, and
sent the captains of the hosts which he had against
the cities of Israel, and smote Ijon, and Dan, and
Abel-beth-maachah, aud all Cinneroth, with all the
land of Naphtali.

21 And it came topass, whon Baasha hearad thereof,
that heleft off building of Ramah,anddweltin T .

22 Then king Asa made a proclamation throngh-
out all Judah; none was *exempted: and they took
away the stones of Ramah, and the timber thereof,
wherewith Baasha lLad builded; and king Asa
budt with them Geba of Benjamin, and Mizpah.

23 The rest of all the acts of Asa, and all his
might, and all that he did, and the cities which he
built, are they not written m the book of the chron-
icles of the kings of Judah ? Nevertheless in the
time of his old age he was diseased in his feet.

24 And Asa slept with his fathers, and was buried
with his fathers in the city of David his father:
and * Jehoshaphat his son reigned in his stead.

25 9 And Nadab the son of Jeroboam !began to
reign over Israel in the second year of Asa king
of Judah, and reigred over Israel two years.

26 And he did evil in the sight of the Lorp, and
walked in the way of his father, and in his sin
wherewith he made Israel to sin.

27 97 And Baasha the son of Ahijah, of the house of
Issachar, conspired agamst him ; and Baasha smote
him at Gibbethon,which ¢ belonged tothe Philistines;
for Nadab and all Israel laid siege to Gibbethon.

28 Even in the third year of Asa king of Judah
did Baasha slay i, and reigned in his stead.

29 And it came to pass, when he reigned, that he
smote all the house of Jeroboam; he left not to
Jeroboam any that bresthed, until he had destroyed
him, according unto * the saying of the Lorp, which
be spake by his servant Ahijah the Shilonite:

80 Because of the sins of Jeroboam which he
sinned, and which he made Israel sin, by his pro-
vocation wherewith he provoked the Lorv God of
Israel to anger.

31 97 Now the rest of the acts of Nadab, and all
that he did, are they not written in the book of the
chronicles of the kings of Israel ?

82 And there was war between Asa and Baasha
king of Israel all their d‘ﬁfx

83 In the third year of king of Judah began
Baasha the son of Ahijab to reign over all Israel
in Tirzah, twenty and four years.

84 And he did evil in the sight of the Lorp, and
walked in the way of Jeroboam, and in his sin
wherewith he made Isracl to sin,

tl]fa '.['l;fen the word of tlh;e Lorp came to Jehu
e son of Hanani against Baasha, saying,

2 Forasmuch as I exaited thee out of the dust,
and made thee prince over my people Israel; and
thon hast walked in the way of Jeroboam, and
hast made my people Israel to sin, o provoke me
to anger with their gins;

15 And he brought into the house of the Lorp
the things that his father had dedicated, and
the things that himnself bad dedicated, silver,

16 and gold, and vessels. And there was war
between Asa and Baasha king of Israel all

17 their days. 1And Baasha king of Isracl went
up agawnst Judsh, and built Ramah, that he
might not suffer any to go out or come in to

18 Asa king of Judah. Then Asa took all the
silver and the gold that were left in the trea-
sures of the house of the Lorp, and the trca-

And the king of Is-
rael said, Take Micaish, and carry lim back
unto Amon the governor of the city, and to
27 Joash the king's son; and say, Thus saith the
king, Put this fellow in tho prison, and feed
himx with bread of affliction and with water of
28 affliction, untd I come in peace. And Micaiak
said, If thou return at all in peace, the Lorp
hath not spoken by me. And he said, ¢Hear,
ye peoples, all of you.
29 So the king of Israel and Jehoshaphat the
80 king of Judah went up to Ramoth-gilead. And
the king of Israel said unto Jehoshaphat, I will
disguise myself, and go into the battle; but put
thou on thy robes. And the king of Israel dis-
31 guised himself, and went into the battle. Now
the king of Syria had commanded the thirty and
two captaing of Lis chariots, saying, Fight
neither with small nor great, save only with
82 the king of Isrsel. And it came to pass, when
the captains of the chanots saw Jehoshaphat,
that they said, Surely it is,the king of Israel;
and they tuwrned aside to fight against him:
88 und Jehoshapbat cried out. And it came to
pass, when the captains of the chariots saw
that it was not the king of Israel, that
34 they turned back from pursning him. And a
certain man drew his bow %at a venture,
and smote the king of Israel between Sthe
joints of the harness: wherefore he gaid
unto the driver of his chariot, Tarn thine
hand, and carry ime out of the host; for I
35 am sore wounded. And the battle increased
that day: aed the king was stayed up in his
chariot against the Syrians, and died at even:
" and the blood ran out of the wound into
36 the bottom of the chariot. And there went
a cry throughout the host sbout the going
down of the sun, saying, Every man to lus
87 city, and overy man to his country. So the
king died, and was brought to Samaria; and
38 they buried the king in Samaria. And they
washed the chariot by the pool of Samaria;
and the dogs licked up his blood; (Tnow the
harlots weashed themselves there;) according
unto the word of the Lorp “which he spake.
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39 Now the rest of the acts of Ahab, and all that
he did, and the ivory lhouse wluch he made, and
all the cities that he built, are they not wntten in
the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel?

40 S0 Ahab slept with his fathers; and Ahaziah
lus son reigned in his stead.
